The Sunniest Flower
Bright and cheerful, sunflowers are late-summer blooms that have 
grown to be an annual crowd-pleasing sight.

The iconic sunflower is a tall, sturdy stalk topped with a vibrant gold 
blossom. There are over 70 varieties of the plant, from dwarf types that 
only reach 3 feet tall to mammoths that stand more than 15 feet high 
and can have heads about a foot wide. In addition to the classic yellow 
color, blooms can also be orange, red or purple, or have striped hues.

Each of a sunflower’s petals is a kind of flower called a ray floret. 
These petals surround the head’s large center, which is made of 
thousands of tiny flowers that eventually dry up and fall off, revealing 
mature seeds. Depending on the variety of sunflower, the seeds can 
be harvested and sold as a snack food, processed into cooking oil, or 
packaged as birdseed.

A fascinating feature of sunflowers is that they follow the sun’s 
movement through the sky from dawn to dusk. Called heliotropism, this movement occurs when the plants are 
young. Mature sunflowers typically face east.
